Rachael Hosker - Chair
Rachel leads the Archives team at the Centre for Research Collections, University of Edinburgh.  With many years' experience in Universities, consultancy, business and local authority she has delivered large scale projects and worked engaging a wide range of people with collections. Professional interests include the influence of archives on creative processes, flexibility in approaches to cataloguing, and cross-sectoral working in the cultural heritage sector. She was an Honorary Teaching Fellow for the University of Dundee, Chair of Archives and Records Association (ARA) Scotland, advisor to the National Trust for Scotland and has published on a number of archival practice issues.

Justin Cavernelis-Frost – Vice-Chair
Justin has over twenty years’ experience in archives in the public and private sector. Starting his career at the National Archives, Justin appraised records and worked to improve standards of government record-keeping. In his previous role as a curator at the British Library he spent over fifteen years working closely with the library’s varied and extensive medieval Western Manuscripts collections, mainly as Curator of Medieval Literary Manuscripts.  He is particularly concerned with the promotion and preservation of the medieval and other Special Collection holdings of the British Library and the promotion of medieval, archival and manuscript holdings in other UK depositories.
